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Iõve been asked several times this year whether one must hold fast to their 
Lenten discipline on Sundaysñor if one might indulge in a bonbon or two 
guilt-free. Final answer: The Sundays of Lent, including Passion Sunday, 
are not included in the forty-day calculation. Even during Lent, Sundays 
recall and celebrate Christõs Resurrection. Early Christians did not fast or 
engage in other Lenten disciplines on the Lordõs Day; in fact, they were 
forbidden to do so. (I think thatõs kind of wimpy. But the discussion is moot; 
weõre on the way to Jerusalem this week.) 
 
THE TRIDUUM (pronounced, òTRID-oo-umó) is a space of three days, but 
itõs one liturgy, celebrating the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. 
By celebrating those events, we ourselves experience and are incorpo-
rated into what we call the Paschal (òPASS-kuló) Mystery: the Passover, a 
passage. Being a single, continuous liturgy, thereõs no closing blessing or 
dismissal at the conclusion of Thursday or Fridayõs rites. 
 
In the splendid liturgy of HOLY THURSDAY, the link between worship and 
service, and our identity as Christian servants and lovers, is given expres-
sion in the sacred tradition of washing one anotherõs feet. Itõs hard work, a 
humbling act: thatõs the point. On GOOD FRIDAY, the cross of Christ is 
placed squarely before our eyes for painstaking contemplation. We 
touch, kiss, reverence, kneel and bow before it, attaching our aching souls 
to it. We òhang upon him that hangs upon the cross.ó THE GREAT EASTER 
VIGIL, the Saturday ònight watch of the resurrection,ó is the holiest of holy 
nights, a night of illumination and rebirth in water and the Spirit, a night 
for re-initiation into Resurrection: a new manner of life. This is the night for 
which Lent has prepared. With forty (plus) days of preparation behind us, 
we begin the great fifty days of celebration at EASTER SUNDAY. These 
fifty days from Easter Sunday to Pentecost are celebrated as one great 
Sunday. 
 
Please do not casually absent yourself from any part of the Triduum. As 
glorious as Easter morning may be, donõt shrink from the rest of the story. 
These are not ordinary days, mere commemorations of     (conõt on page 3)
